STLA Rules of Eligibility to Register and Win Cow Camp Tickets

The STLA Scholarship Committee will announce and present our 2009 Scholarship winners as part of the 
upcoming Spring Field Day & Annual General Meeting activities.
     The standard scholarship line-up includes the “Breeders of Tomorrow Scholarship” and the “Kids & 
Horns Scholarship.” These are both for qualifying high-school seniors and both valued at $750.  
     For 2009, STLA is also proud to award two new educational scholarships funded by Central Life 
Sciences Company – makers of the Altosid IGR Feed-Thru Fly Control product. This special funding is to 
provide financial aid for older students already enrolled in a college or university.
     All students interested in applying for the 2009 STLA Scholarships must have all application 
materials completed and returned to STLA by April 15, 2009.

        s a salute to the energetic and hard-working young 
people who show Texas Longhorn cattle all year, STLA will 
give away two tickets for enrollment in Sunrise Ranch’s 
annual “Cow Camp” as part of the activities during the 
Spring 2009 Field Day & Annual General Meeting. Each 
winning ticket reserves a place for one camper at the 
popular one-week summer camp – where reservations are 
usually made a year or two in advance and the waiting list of 
kids gets longer each year. Value of each ticket totals $597, 
the tuition cost for one youngster for the one week camp. 

     A special drawing from youth names will be held during 
the afternoon activities of the Spring Field Day and young 
people who are interested in learning more about training 
cattle, exhibiting, and overall showmanship are encouraged 
to register to win. Please note the eligibility requirements in 
the box below. Young people between the ages of 10-17 
years can register one time only and registration must be 
made in person at the Field Day.

Cow Camp 2009 is scheduled for June 7-13, 2009.

     With twelve years of camp experience under their belts, 
John and Betty Baker host and direct Cow Camp each 
summer and the Texas heat brings with it a total of 37 
young men and women (all with green calves in tow) 
eagerly awaiting an education on the do’s and don’t’s for 
training and halter-breaking their calf for the showring.
       However, as the week’s activities progress at camp, it’s 
not just those little Longhorn calves that learn to do things 
a lot differently. The campers soon find they must dig deep  
inside and pull out the very best of themselves to be able to 
make it through the week-long training and stand tall with 
the camp directors, as well as with the other Cow Camp 
participants. Learning positive habits, developing respect 
for others, gaining public-speaking skills, and building 
strong character become paramount to learning the correct 
way to train a calf.
      STLA is proud to offer funding for Cow Camp tuition 
for two of our youth knowing the lessons learned here will 
benefit the breed and our association in years to come.

1.  You must be present at the STLA Spring 
2009 Field Day to register and win one of the 
two free tickets to the 2009 Sunrise Ranch 
Cow Camp. 

2.  You may register to win one of the two free 
tickets by completing an official registration 
card provided at the Field Day and placing 
your card in the container for the drawing. The 
drawing will be held mid-afternoon on 
Saturday, May 09, 2009, as part of the Field 
Day & Annual General Meeting activities. Two 
names will be drawn. (If you must leave early, 
please designate someone to accept for you 
should your name be drawn.)

3.  Only one entry per person is allowed.

4.  Only young persons between the ages of 
10-17 years of age are eligible to enter. You 
must be ten years old by June 1, 2009 to 

enter.  If you are 17 years old and will 
graduate from high school in May or June 
2009, you will not be eligible to enter.

5.  All children in a family may enter; however, 
only one young person in a  family will be 
eligible to win. 

6.  Two tickets (each valued at $597) will be 
given away by STLA for enrollment in the 
Summer 2009 Cow Camp to be held at 
Sunrise Ranch. These free tickets must be 
used for the session held in 2009 and will not 
be transferrable to camps in future years.          

7. STLA will award full payment for enrollment 
in Cow Camp to the two young people whose 
names are drawn; if the family of the young 
person has already paid the $100 deposit for a 
reservation at the camp and that youth is 

awarded a free ticket, the balance remaining 
for that person's reservation will be paid to 
Sunrise Ranch and the amount of the deposit 
already on the books will be reimbursed to 
that youth or  his/her family.

8. The transfer of Cow Camp tuition to 
another young person's name cannot be 
made without the full and written consent of 
STLA (represented by the President of the 
Board) to Sunrise Ranch.

9. STLA will provide tuition only; STLA will not 
provide a calf for the young person to use for 
training at camp. The young people who are 
named as winners of the Cow Camp tickets 
will be responsible for acquiring a weaned 
calf to halter train for the week of Cow Camp 
(either through purchase, pulled from their 
own herd, by borrowing from friends or family, 
or by rental or lease).

These changes 
have been presented by the Bylaws Committee to help update our bylaws and have been reviewed and approved  
by the STLA Board of Directors. Changes to the association’s Bylaws require a 2/3 majority vote by members 
present at a scheduled meeting. We normally utilize the Annual General Meeting for such voting due to the high 
turnout of members at the event. Please read  this information thoroughly and bring this info with you.

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Proposed Bylaws Amendments

Official notification to membership:  The following is a list of revisions to the current 
STLA Bylaws as proposed by the Bylaw Committee.  The sections/items that are 
proposed for updating are listed first and then the proposed revision to the Bylaw is 
listed below that.  Single word or phrase changes have been underlined for quicker 
reference purposes. A vo te to amend the Bylaws will be taken at the AGM on May 9, 2009.

(1.) Current Bylaw:  2.01. The corporation shall have two classes of members. The designation of such classes 
and the qualification and rights of the members in such classes shall be as follows:

Regular members shall be people 18 years of age or older
Junior members shall be people under the age of eighteen years.
Both classes of members shall have voting privileges as hereinafter set out.

Proposed Revision:  2.01. The corporation shall have two classes of members.  The designation of such classes 
and the qualifications and rights of the members in such classes shall be as follows:
Regular members shall be of good character and be interested in the promotion of the best interest of the Texas 
Longhorn breed of cattle.  Individuals of 18 years of age or older, partnerships, corporations, organizations, 
government agencies, and the Estate of deceased persons may become Regular Members.
Junior Members shall be individuals under 18 years of age.  A Junior Member will have all rights of 
membership except voting rights.

(2.) Current Bylaw:  2.03. Each member shall be entitled to one vote on each matter submitted to a vote of the 
members.

Proposed Revision:   2.03. Each membership in good standing shall be entitled to one (1) vote on each matter 
submitted to a vote of the members.

(3.) Current Bylaw:  3.04. Written or printed notice stating the place, day, and hour of any meeting of members 
shall be delivered, either personally or by mail, to each member entitled to vote at such meeting, not less than ten 
(10) nor more than fifty (50) days before the date of such meeting, by or at the direction of the president, or the 
secretary, or the officers or persons calling the meeting.  In the case of a special meeting or when required by 
statute or the bylaws, the purpose or purposes for which the meeting is called shall be stated in the notice.  If 
mailed, the notice of a meeting shall be deemed to be delivered when deposited in the United States mail addressed 
to the member at his address as it appears on the records of the corporation, with postage thereon prepaid.

Proposed Revision:   3.04. Written or printed notice stating the place, day, and hour of any meeting of members 
shall be delivered, either personally, by mail, or by email, to each member entitled to vote at such meeting, not 
less than ten (10) nor more than sixty (60) days before … If mailed, the notice of a meeting shall be deemed to 
be delivered when deposited in the United States mail addressed to the member at his/her address as it appears 
on the records of the corporation, with postage thereon prepaid.

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(4.) Current Bylaw:  4.02.  Directors must be members in good standing of the South Texas Longhorn 
Association.  The number of Directors shall be fourteen (14). Seven … shall have been elected and qualified.

Proposed Revision:   4.02.  Directors must be Regular Members in good standing of the South Texas Longhorn 
Association.  The number of Directors shall be fourteen (14).  Seven (7)…shall have been elected and qualified.  
There is no limit to the number of consecutive terms a member may be elected to hold a seat on the Board of 
Directors.

(5.) Current Bylaw:  4.05.  Notice of any special meeting of the Board of Directors shall be given at least seven 
days previously thereto by written notice delivered personally or sent by mail or telegram to each Director at his 
address as shown by the records of the corporation. If mailed…

Proposed Revision:   4.05.   Notice of any special meeting of the Board of Directors shall be given at least seven 
(7) days previously thereto by written notice delivered personally, sent by mail, or email to each Director at 
his/her address as shown…

(6.) Current Bylaw:  4.10  Any action required by law to be taken at a meeting of Directors, or any action which 
may be taken at a meeting of Directors, may be taken without a meeting of Directors, if a consent in writing setting 
forth the action so taken shall be signed by all of the Directors. For the convenience of the Directors, any action 
may be taken by email communication, whereby all of the Directors are so notified of the action, and where the 
majority of the Directors respond to the action, whether in the affirmative or in the negative, via email 
communication.

Proposed Revision:   4.10.  Any action required by law to be taken at a meeting of Directors, or any action which 
may be taken at a meeting of Directors, may be taken without a meeting of Directors.  For the convenience of 
the Directors, any action may be taken by email communication, whereby all of the Directors are so notified of 
the action, and where the majority of the Directors respond to the action, whether in the affirmative or in the 
negative, via email communication.  Any such action so taken shall be recorded in the minutes of the next 
formal meeting.

(7.) Current Bylaw:  5.02. The officers of the corporation shall be elected annually by the Board of Directors from 
the Board of Directors…Each officer shall hold office until his successor shall have been duly elected and shall 
have qualified.

Proposed Revision:   5.02.   The officers of the corporation shall be elected annually by the Board of Directors 
from the Board of Directors…Each officer shall hold office until his/her successor shall have been duly elected 
and shall have qualified.  There is no limit to the number of consecutive times a Board of Director may hold a 
specific officer position.

**It is also recommended that the “HE” and “HIS” be changed in several locations in the Bylaws  to read 
“HE/SHE” and “HIS/HER”, and the term  “CHAIRMAN” be changed to read “CHAIRPERSON” in order 
to be “politically correct”.  Also, any “numbers” listed in the bylaws shall be reflected in both numeric  and 
word format.
