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The Dynamic Duo of Texas Spirit
When Bevo XIII walked off the playing field for 
the last time at a special halftime retirement 
ceremony on Saturday, September 4, 2004, 
loving fans were fighting back tears as they sang 
the school song for him one last time. The 
twenty-year-old Longhorn steer, who is older 
than most freshmen and sophomores now on 
campus, has become one of the most memorable 
mascots for the University of Texas and has left 
behind a tremendous record of accomplishments 
and some mighty big hooves to fill. 
     But the closing of one era signals the begin-
ning of a whole new chapter in this bovine saga. 
Two-year old Sunrise Studly, crowned the new  
Bevo XIV, marched right into the celebrity 
spotlight that afternoon, started his reign with 
honor, and, by most accounts, looks to have the 
right stuff to make him one of the more out-
standing Texas Longhorns to follow in the very 
long and prestigious line of Bevo’s.
     What makes the right stuff, you ask? Some 
of it's obviously bred in – some of it has to be 
learned along the way. And both of these Bevo’s 

“Cow Camp” each summer where they teach 
young Longhorn enthusiasts the skills of show-
manship and cattle handling, while weaving in 
some overall character building and leadership 
abilities. 
     The retirement of Bevo XIII (aka Sunrise 
Express) has been being considered for the last 
two years. The magnificent old boy has traveled 
thousands of miles, appeared at football games 
for seventeen years straight, and made untold 
numbers of public appearances at special 
university events and private gatherings during 
his time. The years are starting to show on his 
body, arthritis makes it a little tougher to stand 
for long stretches, and he seems to relish the 
quieter life now—with long walks in the pasture 
and a full bucket of feed in the pen—rather than 
noisy Saturday nights at Memorial Stadium.
     A committee of active Silver Spurs and their 
various advisors chose the new Bevo in April 
2004 after reviewing potential candidates from 
various ranches. Sunrise Studly was selected for 
his appearance, coloring, docility, and, most of 
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have been blessed with the most a steer can get 
from strong genetics,  easy-going attitudes, and 
some top-notch training.
     Both Bevo XIII and Bevo XIV have been 
raised by—and are owned by—well-known 
Longhorn breeders, John T. & Betty Baker of 
the Sunrise Ranch near Liberty Hill. John T. is 
a former STLA President and the Bakers also 
conduct the highly-recognized, week-long, r

all, his embodiment of the Longhorn spirit. The 
Silver Spurs are a male student service organi-
zation on the UT campus and have been 
charged with the caretaking responsibilities of 
Bevo since 1937. Four young men are elected 
each spring from the upcoming seniors to serve 
as Bevo’s honored handlers for the coming 
school year. They spend several months 
working with other former handlers and with 
the Bakers to learn how to wrangle their way 
around Bevo. The Bakers, who spend almost 
every Sunday afternoon working with the 
handlers, have also developed a close bond 
with these young men and consider them “part 
of our family.”
     From a breeding standpoint, Sunrise Studly 
comes to his new position with some impres-
sive credentials for a two-year-old. Like his 
predecessor Bevo XIII, a show steer with some 
major wins to his credit, Studly recently gar-
nered the title of World Show Grand Champion 
Steer (Youth Show) in June 2004, beating out 
36 other steers at the Fort Worth show. His 
sire, Sunrise Sid, was an outstanding Emperor 
son and his dam, Sunrise Sweet Pea II, a beau-
tiful Overwhelmer granddaughter, was named 
TLBAA Female of the Year back in 1992.
     Also like his predecessor, the young Studly 
is growing some awesome horns.  His horn-
span, currently measuring just over 55 inches 
T2T, is already longer than Bevo XIII’s when 
he was at the four-year-old mark.
     But good looks and top bloodlines aren’t 
enough to make a great Bevo! Baker explains, 
“Out of all the special traits needed—great 
horns, appearance, the right coloring, and 
personality—having an easy-going temper-
ament is the most essential. This guy is just so 
good-natured!” There are a lot of steers out 
there that look good enough to be a Bevo, but 
not all of them have the right personality 
needed to do the job.

     Every Longhorn has his little personality 
quirks and Bevo XIV loves to have his dewlap  
scratched and his belly rubbed. “He’ll lie flat 
on his side like a puppy-dog so you can rub his 
belly. This is very unusual for a steer,” says 
Baker. He also doesn’t get too worked up about 
strangers petting him or rubbing his ears.
     Well, if Bevo isn’t drugged (no, he never is), 
how does this big bovine handle the football 
games and the public appearances? The Bakers 
have gone to extreme measures to get Bevo 
XIV ready for his new job. Since he’s been a 
show steer, from a very early age, he was taken 
to new places and encountered many strangers. 
He’s always been used to commotion. But it 
takes some special work to get him adjusted to 
the type of commotion you find at the stadium.

     Betty has been playing loud country & 
western music to Studly for months while he’s 
been in training. The Bakers occasionally will 
fire off a shotgun near him to simulate the post-
touchdown firing of old Smokey the Cannon. 
They have walked him over different surfaces, 
such as plywood and sheet metal, to get him 
used to different textures under foot. “He still 
gets really nervous and wants to pull back when 
the band starts up,” explains Betty, herself a 
former twirler with the Longhorn Band. They 
even take him to band practice on a regular 
basis to get him accustomed to the grandiose 
sounds and volumes he’ll experience at the 
games.
     So, the halter has been passed and Studly is 
starting his new life as a true Texas legend. 
Being the most popular Longhorn on the planet 
isn’t always easy work. The new Bevo XIV is 
learning to handle his celebrity status nicely 
with the constant flashing of cameras and the 
adoration of spirited fans. He shows a special 
sparkle in his eye and he stands tall and proud 
in the south end-zone on game day. But afterall, 
when you’re the symbol of Texas spirit—you 
have to stand taller than the rest!

Sunrise Studly (aka BEVO XIV)  whom 
she affectionately refers to as “Baby.” The striking two-and-a-half year old steer, born with the right looks and 
an exceptionally, easy-going attitude, has recently become the reigning mascot for the University of Texas.
The Bakers are the breeders and owners of both BEVO XIII and the new BEVO XIV.

They do what comes naturally and we try to 
alter the course of nature—sometimes with drastic 

consequences.  So my message to you today is to 
"Stay Safe" by always practicing awareness and proper 
safety procedures.
        We need your participation at the upcoming shows 
in San Antonio and Austin. These are two major fairs in 
our area and we would like to have a strong Longhorn 
presence at each. Since San Antonio is adding a non-
haltered show this year, I hope we can get our entries 
up and that we can see lots of new faces!  Put your 
game hat on, enter a couple of your nicest animals, and 
come have fun with us!

Editor's Note:   Whether you're of the Texas Aggie or Texas Longhorn persuasion, all of you are 

Longhorn cattle lovers at heart and, without a doubt, even bigger fans of Texas history. It's 

October in Texas, the peak of football season, and I felt you would enjoy a light-hearted look 

back at the history of Bevo, the wonderful long-horned bovines that have become the mascot for 

the University of Texas throughout the years, and some of the Longhorn / Aggie antics that have 

forged many of the wilder Texas legends we all relish hearing over and over again. This fun-filled 

narration is excerpted from The Littlest Longhorn: The Saga of Bevo written by Sheila 

Henderson (The Littlest Book Company, Austin, Texas, 1989).

score in Bo’s hide.   

So, here's the low down on Longhorns 
and the Longhorns that would be BEVO  

"I reckon ol' Christopher Columbus ought to 
get the first nod. If it weren't for him, there 
wouldn't be any such thing as a longhorn. 
See Senor Columbus shipped over a herd 
of Spanish cattle in the 1500's when he was 
bringing settlers to colonize the new world. 
That herd bred and spread until pretty soon 
settlements all over Texas and Mexico had 
some beef out in the pasture.

Well, it'll never be a bed of bluebonnets 
trying to tame country as wild as Texas. Lots 
of those settlements died out. And those 
Spanish cattle were just let loose to run the 
range and fend for themselves.

Times got pretty rough for the homeless little 
critters. There was too little grass and too 
many buffalo. Winters were colder than a 
diamondback's heart and summers hotter 
than a mountain lion's temper. Those cattle 
didn't have much choice - it was either get 
tough or die. And a whole mess of them 
died."   

The First Longhorns

"But some lived—the strong ones, the smart 
ones, the brave ones. They lived and they 
changed. Oooh, doggie, did they change!

For three hundred years, those cattle were 
pounded on the anvil and cured in the fire  
and when settlers started wandering back 
into Texas territory in the early 1800's, those 
cows didn't look or act a bit like their 
Spanish grandpappies! They had grown 
bigger... and balkier, with a sense of humor 
like barbed wire and the patience of a 
cocklebur. They came in every color a cow 
can rightly come in, and just about every 
size, too. Some were near big as a twister, 
and just as hard to handle!

But big or little …bull or cow…speckled or 
spotty…orange or brown or sandy, they all 
carried those long sharp horns. So of 
course, they were called Texas Longhorns."

The First Cowboys

"Longhorns weren't a bit like other cattle 
those settler folks had been previously 
acquainted with. They'd gone half wild and 

pony, a strong lariat, and plenty of persua-
sion to bring a longhorn around to your point 
of view!"  

The First Mascot

“The next leg of this tale tells about the most 
famous Longhorn…BEVO. Of course there's 
been more than one BEVO over the years  
thirteen of them so far. But the first 
BEVO…well, he's the one that started the 
BEVO name, for one thing. Now he wasn't 
called BEVO right off. Heck, [we] just called 
him Bo, short for "Bovine," which was just a 
little too Sunday-go-to-meetin' sounding for 
a down-home outfit like this. The name 
BEVO sorta came on him sideways like, not 
straight on the way you'd think a proper 
name ought to.

Getting a real live longhorn to keep company 
with the football team was the idea of a feller 
named Stephen Pickney. In 1916, he hustled 
a bunch of his alumni amigos for a buck 
apiece—$124 altogether to buy a steer that 
was living the simple life somewhere out in 
the Texas panhandle. Poor Bo thought he 
was on a one-way trip to the Fort Worth 
stockyards. Never figured on becoming a 
celebrity! Of course, they didn't treat him like 
a celebrity to begin with. Shipped him down 
to Austin in a boxcar with nary a speck of 
food nor a drop of water. When Bo got off 
that train he was feeling a mite out of sorts. 
But once he got a slug of grass to chaw on 
he warmed up real fast!”

Turkey Day Game, 1916

“Bo made his first promenade that year at 
the Thanksgiving Day game against A&M. 
That was the first time folks hereabouts had 
laid eyes on him. He certainly was a fine ex-
ample of the best that Longhorns stand for.

The Texas team stampeded those Aggie 
pups 21 - 7. And that particular victory was 
especially sweet because those low-down 
Aggie mongrels had trampled Texas bad the        
year before, winning 13- Zip!

cantankerous in the brush. At first the 
settlers, didn't pay them much mind. Hunted 
them for meat, just like the buffalo. But … 
some clever fellers speculated they could 
turn those longhorns around, domesticate 
'em. They commenced to roundin' them up 
and brandin' 'em and drivin' 'em north to the 
railheads in Kansas City and other such 
places. Now take my word for it, rounding up 
those cockeyed bovines was about as fun as 
dethornin' a cactus with your hind-quarters. 
Those longhorn cattle eventually settled 
down a mite, but they never lost 
their spirit!  

Those early settlers had to get tough as jerky 
themselves, working out different ways of 
keeping those crazy 'horns in line. Heck, 
that's how the fine art of cowboyin' got 
started in the first place! Think about it—a 
skinny little gal with a long pokey stick can 
make a measly old short-horn Bossy see 
things her way, but it takes a quick cow   of

Now, some UT folks were so fired up they wanted to brand old Bo with 
"T 21-7" to memorialize the spectacularness of the day. But most thinking 
folks figured that wasn't a particularly honorable thing to do. So the sizzle 
went out of that scheme right quick.”

Low-down Aggie Trick

“Of course, a Longhorn victory meant Aggie defeat, and those Aggie boys 
took it plumb hard. They whined and moped and boiled over it for months until 
they cooked up a plot that stank like pole cat stew! Come February, when 
cabin fever  set in and they were just itchin'  to take their revenge, they slunk 
over from Brazos county in the middle of the night to pull the vilest, low-
downest, most lily-livered piece of meaness that ever got pulled. See they'd 
gotten wind of that brandin' idea and decided to put together a brandin' party 
of their own. Those no-counts snuck in and branded poor old Bo with the 
score of the 1915 Thanksgiving game; the game the Longhorns had lost the 
year before. There was Bo with "13 - 0" in eight-inch-high numbers burned in 
his side 'til kingdom come!”

The BEVO Name is Born

“But kingdom-come came just a week later! Bo looked terrible. So a gang of 
loyal Longhorns got together to "rectify the sit-u-ation." They made a few 
changes to that "13  0" brand.

Put the "1" and "3" together to make a "B"… Added some cross lines to the 
dash to make an "E"…Squeezed in a "V" in front of the"0" …and that spelled 
out BEVO. So on February 17, 1917, the first University of Texas mascot was 
christened with his official name. 

BEVO  mascotted the Longhorns for four good years. In the end, like the loyal 
Longhorn that he was, BEVO made the ultimate sacrifice for his school.  He 
was served up as the main course at a big barbecue wingding honoring UT 
athletes. More than three hundred folks showed up including a hundred Aggie 
athletes coming to pay their final respects. Anyway, everybody allowed as 
how bygones were best when they were bygone. As a sign of friendship, 
Texas gave the Aggies half of BEVO's hide—the half with the "13-0" burned 
into it.”

BEVO II Hits the Field

“After BEVO Number One hit the trail for the Big Roundup, fans didn't have 
the heart to look for a new feller to stand in his hooves, you might say. For 
twelve long years, BEVO's stall stood empty. But in 1931, W. A. Boyett of the 
Diamond-T Ranch introduced BEVO II to more than 4,000 students at a big 
pep rally the evening before the game against SMU.

Now BEVO II wasn't very much like his great-uncle BEVO I. He was 
downright uncivilized! Of course, he wasn't to blame for everything that 
happened at that game against the Mustangs. After all, that nasty-tempered 
yell leader beaned him on the noggin with his megaphone and that's what 
provoked him to kick out the sides of his trailer! BEVO II wasn't cut out for 
mascot work and by Christmas of that year he was banned from the stadium. 
It was even mentioned that he wasn't even a real Longhorn; some folks said 
he was just an outlaw Hereford because his horn span was just a measly 
three feet. BEVO II kinda spooked folks around UT, so it was another thirteen 
years before everyone was willing to try again.”

BEVO and the Silver Spurs

“BEVO III arrived from the San Antonio Zoo in 1945 and had his first show-off 
at the big pep rally before the game against TCU. This BEVO was a young 'un 
—only two years old when he got rounded up--so he still had a jigger of vine-
gar in him. BEVO III was the first in his line to take up with those nice young 
fellers, the Silver Spurs. This big-time campus outfit has

taken care of the BEVOs since that time and are res-
ponsible for takin' him around places and to the football 
games. 

The Restless Years

BEVO IV was a good-sized cut of beef—19 hands high 
and weighing in at a whole ton. But he didn't cotton to 
people much and was mighty hard to handle. He broke 
free and rammed into a parked car as he was heading 
into the stadium for his first football game. Took eleven 
of those Silver Spurs boys to bulldog him! So BEVO IV 
moved on after only one year.

Next came BEVO V in 1950, only a year-and-a-half old 
steer when he took over the title and you'd have a tough 
time finding a sweeter little guy! He reigned for five 
years (which was a school record in those days). Only 
problem was, he got car sick going to those out-of-town 
games, so they pretty much kept him at home.

Then there came BEVO VI who was afflicted with a 
streak of wildness about as wide as a football field.
He ran wild at a game against the Rice Owls one time 
and galloped over to the Rice bench with his horns a- 
swinging! So Number Six moseyed back out to the 
ranch after just a couple of years of service.

BEVO & Coach Royal

Now most folks around these parts remember BEVO VII 
as their all-time fav-o-rite BEVO. He and Coach Darrell 
Royal started their jobs together in 1957, and it was the 
dawning of the golden age for Longhorn football.

Lil' BEVO VII was just a calf when he took over mas-
cotting. But that little longhorn was born for show 
business. Took to all of the people and picture taking 
and the attention like he was a genuine blue-blood. In 
fact, some folks started calling him Your "Royal" High-
ness (of course, they were getting a little tweak in on 
Coach Royal). Everybody loved BEVO VII and he loved 
everybody. 

1963 brought lots of excitement for BEVO VII. See, he 
had his very own run-in with those curs from Brazos 
County! Those low-down dingos cownapped  BEVO! 

Slunk into town in the middle of the night and stole him 
out of his stall. Hauled him back to College Station and 
hid him in a feed shed like a common Angus!

Tempers were a sizzlin' and the two schools were just 
a hot breath away from trading blows. Could have 
turned right nasty, but the Texas Rangers came riding 
in like the cavalry. They collected BEVO and brought 
him back to Austin all fit an' fine. Now some Texas 
fellers did make a little trip over to College Station and 
burned the name "BEVO" into the grass at Kyle Field 
right before the big Turkey Day game that year.

BEVO VII had eight great years of the high life 
as the Longhorn mascot. In 1965, he allowed 
as how it was time to settle down to pasture 
and let some new blood come in. When he 
retired himself to a nice state park out west, 
BEVO VII left a record that had not been 
matched.

The next feller in line was BEVO XIII, a restless 
steer who went by the nickname of “Old Willie.”
After just one year he turned things over to 
BEVO IX.

Now BEVO IX was a fun-loving and likelable
character. He got along with most everybody—
but he didn’t like females! But other than
that little peculiarity, he was an all-around 
champ. BEVO IX was the Longhorn mascot
for ten years, the longest in history at that time.

Bred for Greatness

BEVO X mascotted for the university from 1976 
until 1981. This BEVO had a peciliar dislike for 
women’s perfume and also for the color red! The Silver 
Spurs had to keep a close eye on him during those 
wild and notorious Arkansas games ‘cause he wanted 
to chase anyone wearing a red jersey.

In 1981, BEVO XI took over the duties for one year. 
Everyone knew he was just filling in for a short spell 
while the next BEVO in line—BEVO XII—was getting 
his legs under him. BEVO XII was born ‘n’ raised on 
the famous Y-O Ranch, owned by Mr. Charles 
Schreiner—one of the original Silver Spurs who looked 
after BEVO III. From the day he was born, BEVO XII 
was the favorite son, earmarked for mascothood and 
baptized to BEVO-dom. BEVO XII was king of the 
mountain for about six years from 1983 until 1988. 

The Reign of The Champ

BEVO XIII...he’s the best in this long and honorable line 
of Longhorn mascots. Put on that famous BEVO halter 
in the fall of “88. He was also a  top-of-the-line champ-
ion steer to boot!  Won Reserve Grand Champion at 
the Texas Longhorn Breeders of Tomorrow Show when 
he was just a yearling. Then won TLBAA National 
Grand Champion Steer the next year! A right handsome 
feller, down-to-earth, and well-mannered as can be. I 
reckon there’s just no substitute for good breeding!

Bevo XI shared the spotlight with the 
up-and-coming youngster, BEVO XII. 

Epilogue

BEVO XIII, now twenty years young, has become the 
longest-reigning and most popular of the Longhorn 
icons over the years. He’s traveled thousands of miles 
across the United States, presided over hundreds of 
football games, attended a presidential innauguration, 
and been guest of honor in numerous parades and 
special events during his tenure. When he entered 
Memorial Stadium on September 4, 2004, he kicked off 
his seventeenth year to stand guard in the south end-
zone and he retired that day as the most-beloved 
BEVO in history. As for retirement living? His days at 
the ranch now are  filled with lots of green grass, blue 
skies, and, of course, beautiful burnt-orange sunsets!
